Response: The field trips will be planned for the upcoming academic year.
The school is conducting Sports Day this year for Pre-primary, to begin with,
post covid. Next academic year the school has plans for other grades.
Query:

Reduce the class strength and increase the number of sectians to get
individual attention to each child. Right now the class strength goes until 32-
35 whereas the majority of schools in the level of yours have the class size of
maximum 20.

Response: The student-teacher ratio is ideal and can be handled by the
teachers of grades 1 and above comfortably. We had initial challenges post
covid, however, there is a gradual improvement in the instructions followed
by the students.
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Query: How can we create a framework where the effectiveness of
the classroom teaching is assessed based on the performance of the majority
of children in the class in terms of notes completion, on-spot knowledge check
etc.?

Query: Home Works: Children are being bogged down with homework. When
they are in 9th class, it is not correct to give them so much homework. The
portion of each subject has increased. The standard of studying should also be
increased. Added to this is, JFS Academy.

Response: ICSE classes - HW Policy - After the completion of every class, the
teacher gives the students with 1 to 2 questions as HW such that the child goes
home and refers to their text-books and revise the content the same day for
better understanding and then complete their HWs. It gives scope for the child
to mark their doubts to get them clarified the very next day instead of
postponing it. As such there are no HWs given in JFS. The parent and the child
has been spoken about the same and the concerned has been addressed.
Query: Methodology of teaching. There has to be vast changes in the
methodology of teaching. If you see pre covid, during covid and post covid, the
students who passed through these phases are facing a lot of stress due to
sudden increase in the portion. Earlier, multiple choice answers using google
forms. But now, they have to write. Then, in 9th class the subjects are tough,
maths, physics, chemistry and biology. They have to by heart the definitions,
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the formulae, and important points. Now, they are not getting time to by heart
definitions, formulae. Teachers have to make each student study aloud in the
class all the important points, definitions, formulae. Teachers have to give a
sum to be solved on the white board by each student. Once they are back home,
if they revise whatever is taught in the class on that particular day it must be
sufficient for them. In this way they may get some time to sleep. The other
subjects, geology, history are dry subjects and students are not concentrating
on this.

English and grammar are the backbone of studies and students are lagging
behind in these because the portions of maths, physics, chemistry, biology have
become hard and tough. Those who are lagging behind should be given
attention. by making them sit beside a girl who scored will not solve the
problem. The students have become self-centric, selfish and jealous. They will
not share the notes with other students.

Response: In the language classes, the students are prompted to read aloud.
The students are being called forward to solve the Mathematic problems on
the board. The students are very much informed about the pattern of the
question paper and the same has been uploaded to the parent portal for the
kind notice of the parents. Accordingly, the students also will be guided during
revision classes, The doubt clearing classes and subject enrichment classes are
being conducted every day between 3.30 pm and 4.30 pm for the students to
get their doubts clarified and to provide for additional academic support.

Query : Habsiguda campus, by now might have taken all their children to picnic
at some point. You are not at all concerned about this picnic tour this year. It
is not correct. You have to take them to Nagarjuna Sagar,
Kaleswaram or Yadgirigutta. Please show the dam and bring them back by
evening.

Response : This AY 2022 -23 with the prevailing uncertain conditions, there will
be no picnics held for the students. However, the school is supplementing it by
having sufficient recreational activities for the children periodically.

Query : Transportation: Increase the number of buses and routes. This will
solve the traffic problem.

Response : As usual an SMS will be shared to all the parents interested to avail
the school transport to come and meet the transport in-charge and fill in the
School-Transport requisition form. Thereafter depending on the no. of
occupancies, the bus routes will be finalized. School transport is a facility which
is optional and no parent can be forced to avail it.

Query : General - Please teach students to respect parents, hear their words
and eat food that is brought from house only without going to costly food like
pizza burgers and kurkure etc. Ask the students to involve themselves in
devotion, prayers in the morning. Keeping bindi, tying the hairs. they are
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coming for studies not for fashion shows. Boys should be well dressed with their
shoes polished. The bags should be neat and clean with books arranged class
wise. You have to teach them how they have to lead life on their own, attend
to household works and be self-reliant. General Knowledge and how to move
in and around the society with caution, not to fall prey to gullible words. Taking
judicious decisions by talking to parents and consulting them, taking parents
into confidence etc. Life has become tough outside. This Covid, really changed
society.

The children have to be taught how they have to face the society and move,
mingle with good and bad and lead life which will bring name and fame to the
family and also the school where they are taught.
